IV. COMMITTEE REPORTS

 

Open Space Committee – No report.  

 

Education Committee – 

 

Committee members Valjeanne Jones-Williams and Andrew Edmonds met with Phil Barron and he agreed to provide DOST space on his website.  We can provide him the text and he will input it into his site’s template. 

 

Friday, June 1st was set as the deadline for submissions of articles for the Spring, 2007 newsletter. A hardcopy draft of the newsletter will be available Wednesday, June 20th. The committee plans to have the final copy of the newsletter available to be distributed at the Eno Festival. The Eno Festival will be held on July 4th, 7th and 8th.  A signup sheet for volunteers for the festival will be circulated at the June 20th meeting. Helen Youngblood informed the committee that maps will be available in July. 

 

DOST Chair Robert Glenn asked that all DOST committee explores ways to raise public awareness about DOST efforts to protect the land above the Falls Lake in order to clean up the Neuse River. The Education committee suggested that our newsletter, our proposed website and letters to the editors of area newspapers could raise public awareness about the work that we do.  

 

Matching Grants Committee- No report.

 

Nominations Committee –. The nomination committee will meet and present a slate of officers at the June 20th DOST meeting.  

 

Trails Committee – June 2nd is National Trails Day. Events in Durham County planned for that day include trail maintenance at The Eno River State Park and trail work and park maintenance at the Little River Regional Park. Also the committee has made some recommended changes to the Trails and Greenways Master Plan and has requested it be updated. 

 

Development Review Committee – 

 

Item 1.  Lowe’s Re-review the intersection of Fayetteville Rd. and MLK Parkway. There were general discussions about what were included as committed elements proposed buffers etc. There is a strip of this property between Fayetteville Rd. and the ATT that may be acquired by Lowes and/or dedicated to be used as a part of the ATT trail area.  

 

Item 2.  Final Plat (Poole Farm) of a 107 acre conservation subdivision in the Little River Open Space Plan which will combine some farmland easements and various other easements for protection of open space.


 

Item 3.  Heritage Square re-review

 

Item 4.  A development near Red Mill Rd. south of Highway 85 near the Red Mill Rd. Quick Stop. The development must meet impervious surface requirements. Requesting additional buffers between store and I-85.

 

 

Item 5.   Somserset, Phase I, re-review building phase 1 only until  pump station is upgrade and water a sewer extended.

 

Item 6.  Duke School, site plan 3/4 re-review, located near 751 and Erwin Rd. There are plans for a gym, sports field and an education building. There is a 100 and 500 year flood plain on the property. no construction in floodplain. cypress inventory site. 50’Greenway easement being dedicated along Mud Creek

 

Finance Committee – Discussed the need for a complete map of the Duke Beltway trail. Suggested that we write letters to the transportation advisory committee to the NCDOT to encourage the resumption of negotiations with Norfolk/Southern Railway to sell or lease Timberlake Trail and the loop.

 

V. OTHER UPDATES

 

Bike Pedestrian Advisory Committee – A review the Bike Plan, the Pedestrian Plan, and the state of the CIP was discussed. It was also announced that National Bike to Work Week is May 14th to May 18th. On Thurday, May 17th, there will be after work bike event at Tyler’s. On Friday, May 18th  there will be a Bike to Work Breakfast at Mad Hatters from 7AM to 10 AM. 

 

Recreation Advisory Committee -  No report.

 

New Hope Creek Corridor Advisory Committee –  There will be full possession of the Hollow Rock area of the New Hope Creek by next April. The Boy Scouts have asked how they can help. Jane Korest will do an archeological survey of the whole area. Also the Piedmont Wildlife Center will move their Rehab Center to Leigh Farm.

 

Parks/Rec Trails/Greenways. – Rhonda Parker is the new director of the City of Durham Park and Recreation Department. It was suggested that we invite her to a DOST meeting.

 

VI. OLD BUSINESS

 

Review of Membership and Appointments – 

 

The City Council has 8 appointments of which three are vacant ( Ward 2, one At-Large and the Mayor’s Appointment). If Jason Reyes is appointed to the At-Large position, there will be two vacancies among the City Council appointees.

 

The Durham County Commissioners has 9 appointments of which three are vacant (Oak Grove/Carr and two At-Large). If LaDawnna Summers is appointed to the Oak Grove/Carr Township vacancy and Chuck Welch is appointed to an At-Large vacancy as expected, there will be only one vacancy among the County Commissioners appointees. 

 

The Elected or Appointed Boards have 4 appointments and no vacancies. 

 

DOST has seven appointments of which one is vacant. 

 

Therefore there are a total of 28 appointments of which there are 7 vacancies. If three additional commissioners are appointed as expected, there will be a total of 28 appointments and 4 vacancies. In addition, Susan Willis’s (City Council, Ward 1, re-appointed) and William Morrison’s (resigned) Open (City Council, Ward 2) terms will expire on June 30, 2007. 
 

VI. NEW BUSINESS

Downtown Master Plan Forum–     Many people attended and provided input for the consultants. The plan is focused on the development of the downtown loop and other downtown properties. There were discussions about connectivity to the ATT and the North South Greenway and East West Connectors along Main Street. DDI is bankrolling the process with help from the city and county.

 

Joint City County Planning Committee (JCCPC) –  The committee will meet June 6 at 10 am the annual report is being presented at that time. 

 

Farm and Ranchland Grant - Durham received a $900,000 grant which will help with easements and land purchase for a 900 acre farm.

 

Advocacy Trails –hand out is being prepared by Dan Clever as a handout for the Eno
