IV. COMMITTEE REPORTS

Open Space Committee (Will Wilson).committee met and discussed Jordan Lake Master Plan (deadline Fri, Jan 18th).  Made plans in preparation for February retreat.  A topic for discussion will be establishing a criteria for Open Space definition for Urban OS, easement and easement usage and acquisition guidelines.

Matching Grants Committee- On Jan 14th recommendations were presented.

Trails Committee – (Kelly Bryant) The committee met and requested clarification on when the individual recognition award would be selected/presented – retreat topic. [Helen will investigate.]   Committee also discussed the Ellerbe Creek trail between Duke Homestead and Bennett Place as well as the Sandy Creek trail clearing/redefining. [Helen will resume her investigation.]  Kelly announced dates for MTST in Greensboro (Feb 2) – see Kelly or check website for more info Feb 9th there is a Falls Lake workday.  And finally SW Central Durham Neighborhood is interested in trails in the Lakewood area and their connection to others (Todd Twig) 
Development Review Committee 1.) Lyon Park has been submitted after rework.  2.) Plans have been submitted to take down Apex Bridge and construction access through the ATT.  3.) Request by the Duke Rowing Club to relocate storage building on Lake Michie site.  4.) Eno Drive at West Point on the Eno (a requested) down zoning (large inventory site, environmental impact.  There are issues with trails and its’ proximity to the park.  Requesting a low density zoning more compatible with adjacent properties.

 Jan 17th there is a planning meeting scheduled at the N. Durham Branch library (Milton Rd) for the neighborhoods.  There still needs to be an assessment of existing inventory sites). 

Boylin Developers of Raleigh submitted a parcel (old Colvard Farm site) for review.  The area is North of Jordan Lake and S of Stagecoach 164 acres requesting a rezoning.

Finance Committee – No Report /no chair.  Helen just issued an updated spreadsheet for DOST CIP items.  This committee needs to determine when (frequency) they will meet and what focus they should have.  – Topic of retreat.  This committee should establish a purpose/goal.  Some questions they might address include: How does DOST get money?  What preparations the committee needs to make for bond referendums. There might be possible agreements.  Progress is being made on the pedestrian bridge being installed.  It appears they may make the July 4th deadline.
